The problematic of biopolitics has become increasingly important in the social sciences.
Inaugurated by Michel Foucault's genealogical research on the governance of sexuality,
crime and mental illness in modern Europe, the research on biopolitics has developed into a
broader inter-disciplinary orientation, addressing the rationalities of power over living
beings in diverse spatial and temporal context

An imaginary place where people lead dehumanized and often fearful lives; anti-utopia

An imaginary place or state in which the condition of life is extremely bad, as from
deprivation, oppression, or terror.

Dystopia represents the fearful imagination of societal collapse, totalitarian regimes, and
loss of individual freedoms, standing in direct contrast to utopian aspirations.

Definition: "Dystopia is a term used to describe a community or society that is undesirable
or frightening, often related to authoritarian governments or environmental disaster."
“Dystopian fiction is a mode of narrative prose. Between 1920 and 1960, its expressions
were characterised in a number of specific ways. Such texts were entangled in, and
responded directly to, a complex and intricate web of material historical conditions,
intellectual and cultural currents and dramatic social change”
